debtors’ choice of the BNPL payment method, suitability for
achieving objectives, or duration of demand for the
Client’s/Customer’s goods or services. The Financial Agent
acknowledges and agrees that it does not rely on the
Client’s/Customer’s ability to identify or supply products
suitable for any such purpose, that the Financial Agent
provides services and financing to the Client at its own
entrepreneurial risk, and that no warranties extend beyond
those expressly set forth in this document.

The Agreement shall be concluded on a non-exclusive basis;
each Party may enter into similar agreements without
restrictions. The conclusion of the Agreement does not entail the
transfer of intellectual property rights owned by either Party
and/or their affiliates.

I. TERMS AND DEFINITIONS

The terms used in this Agreement shall have the following
meanings, unless the context otherwise requires, and terms
denoting the singular shall include the plural:

“API” means the method of integrating the Client’s and the
Financial Agent’s systems. The system integration method shall
be determined by the Financial Agent and may be replaced
technically by other solutions as agreed by the Parties if
required.

“Widget” means a visual display of a link navigating to the
BNPL App that allows a Debtor to transmit data and complete
the Scoring and confirm the BNPL to be applied as a payment
method for the Goods.

“Monetary claim” means the Debtor’s specific obligation to
pay for the Goods by using the BNPL payment method arising
by virtue of the Contract between the Client and the Debtor to
be assigned for a fee to the Financial Agent under the
Agreement. The monetary claim includes all amounts due from
the Debtor in fulfillment of the monetary claim under the
Contract that is the subject of the assignment.

“Debtor” means a consumer (an individual) who has entered
into the Contract with the Client, in respect of whom the Scoring
Services are rendered and the Monetary Claim against whom is
assigned under the Agreement. Eligibility requirements to the
Debtors are set out in Annex 2 hereto.

“Order” means the procedure for entering into the Contract,
which is initiated by the Debtor’s filling in the Order form

“Payment register — Financing application (the
Application)” means is an integral part of the Accession
Agreement, generated automatically in the merchant’s personal
account according to the form established in Annex 1 hereto and
sent automatically to the Financial Agent through technical
integration.

“Client/Customer” means a person involved in contractual
relations, regardless of its organizational and legal form or
country of registration. The term “Client” shall be used in the
Compensated Monetary Claim Assignment Agreement
(Factoring) (Without Recourse), and the term “Customer” shall
be used in the Financial Condition and Solvency Assessment
Service Agreement. Where appropriate throughout the
Agreement, the terms “Client/Customer” shall mean the same
entity.

“Installment Plan Contract” (the Contract) means a public
offer for the sale and purchase of Client’s goods and/or services
/work performance, to be concluded between the Debtor and the
Client through placing an Order with the BNPL as a payment
method. The Contract establishes the terms of payment for the
Goods within a specified period and contains information on the
installment amount, payment schedule, deadlines, interest rates
(ifapplicable), as well as the rights and obligations of the parties.

“Official consumer launch” means a date agreed between the
Parties starting from which Debtors are given the option to elect
to pay for Goods purchased by Debtors through the Client’s
sales channels using the Financing, and the date of introducing
any changes to the Debtor’s consumer ordering process with the
BNPL as a payment method.

“Financial agent’s platform” means a digital service
integrated into sales channels that allows Debtors to purchase
goods or services with deferred payment by arranging an
installment plan directly at the point of purchase.
